Duration:45-60 min

JOB INTERVIEW

AIMS: 

· To practice the rules of assertive non-aggressive communication by role playing a job interview. 

· Discover the positive effects of assertive communication

DESCRIPTION:

The interviewer and the interviewee each get a card with information about the company (name, size, products, main customers, line of business, etc.). Students have time to prepare arguments (approx. 20 min).

The students should consciously use as many positive words and phrases as possible during the interview, and try to avoid negative words. For instance, instead of saying “That wouldn’t be a problem at all for me”, try “I will be happy to do that for you.” 

It might be useful to present a list of rules about assertive communication (I-message, express your feelings, say what you want to obtain, behavior rehearsal, repeated assertion etc.) as well as examples of positive words and phrases.

Here a few words:

considerate, courageous, determined, excellent, exceptional, flourishing, genuine, inspired, intelligent, persevering, respected,  skillful, valuable, wise 

Here a few phrases:

 “I will be more than glad to assist you….”

“I completely understand the reason why ….”

 “What I can do for you right now is ….”

“You will surely be able to enjoy…..”

MATERIAL:- paper and pen

PREPARATION:

Make sure your class knows basic rules concerning assertive communication: I-message, express your feelings, say what you want to obtain, behavior rehearsal, repeated assertion etc. Here a few positive effects of assertive communication that lead to an increase in happiness:

· It helps us feel good about ourselves and others 

· It leads to the development of mutual respect with others 

· It increases our self-esteem 

· It helps us achieve our goals 

Prepare information about an example company (name, size, products, main customers, line of business, etc.) on 2 cards.
