Purpose:
Explain the consequences of unethical behavior. As the old saying goes, "What's ethical is not always legal and what's legal is not always ethical." In every profession, certain acts produce consequences. 
Description:
Ask the participants to examine the negative aspects of professional ethics, that is to say when someone may have en unethical behavior and discuss the consequences.
Give them examples in other professions in order they could be able to transfer or transpose in their own situation.
Examples : “A lawyer's cozy relationship with a judge who then hands down a decision in the lawyer's favor can lead to that very lawyer being disciplined -- even losing his or her law licence. A nurse leaving a patient unattended may lead to that patient becoming even more sick or remaining in hospital even longer.”

Paper and paper-board
Methods:
- Training-action  
- Participative
Advice for Trainer:
. It is necessary to insist upon the negative aspects (unethical aspects) in order to launch a discussion, to take into account the consequences and be aware of them.
This awareness will permit to deal with positive aspects, looking in contrast.
